The diagnosis of thyroid cancer from these nodules is
often times complex. The surgical and medical management of these diseases can also
be complicated. Parathyroid disease is subtle and not always easily recognized and
indications for screening and referral for surgical treatment can be difficult to determine.
Finally, adrenal incidentalomas are continuing to rise in number. These tumors present
a diagnostic dilemma as new serum and urine tests have changed the way we diagnose
these tumors. All of these tumors are endocrine tumors that can produce significant
pathophysiology, and often times do so in a silent manner. Some are very common and
some are extremely rare. These qualities make endocrine diseases particularly important
and interesting for the physicians that treat the patients that have them.

This conference is designed to give a concise synopsis of new advances in management,
surgical techniques, and scientific knowledge of endocrine patients. We will review
management guidelines for thyroid cancer, primary hyperparathyroidism, and adrenal
incidentalomas.
